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Pani Ghatta

The Pani Ghatta (ursft =€) is Nepal's
traditional sustainable clean-energy
mill. It harnesses the natural flow
of water to rotate a wooden water
wheel, which in turn spins heavy
stone grinders used to mill grains.
This ingenious technology has been
a part of village life in Nepal for
generations, providing an eco-friendly
and reliable way to process grains
without using electricity or fuel.
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Cinema

Janasewa Cinema Hall, originally
known as Kathmandu Cinema
Bhawan, was Nepal's first public
cinema hall. Established in 1949 at
New Road—where Bishal Bazaar now
stands—it introduced the culture of
watching films in a hall for the very
first time in the country. Ticket prices
to watch a movie in the hall ranged
from just 50 paisa to Rs. 5.
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Bridge

At the request of Queen Lalit Tripura
Sundari, Prime Minister Bhimsen Thapa
constructed Nepal's first recorded
bridge—a timber structure with piles
and a superstructure—spanning the
Bagmati River at Thapathali, Kathmandu.
The construction was completed within
a year and greatly improved connectivity
across the capital city.
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Hydroelectric Plant

Established in 1911 with a capacity
of 500 kilowatts, the Chandra Jyoti
Hydropower Station at Pharping
is Nepal's first and Asia’s second
hydropower project. In its early years, it
supplied electricity to the palaces and
streetlights of Kathmandu, symbolizing
the dawn of modernization in Nepal.
On 2010, it was declared a living
museum, preserving its legacy as a
pioneering milestone in the nation's
energy and technological history.
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Jute Mill

In 1936 Prime Minister Juddha Shumsher
established the Biratnagar Jute Mill,
Nepal's first registered industrial factory.
Primarily producing jute yarn, sacks,
ropes, and other jute-based goods, it is
regarded as Nepal's first modern factory
and marks the start of industrialization
in the country.
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Ropeway

The  Tri-Chandra Nepal Tara Ropeway
(Kathmandu-Hetauda Ropeway) was initiated
in 1922 by Prime Minister Chandra Shumsher
Rana and completed in 1927. At a time when
Kathmandu lacked road transport, the ropeway
was built to carry goods from the Terai to the
valley. Covering roughly 22 kilometers from
Ghorsing near Hetauda through Chisapani to
Kathmandu, it operated on one of Asia’s earliest
advanced bi-cable systems. Designed for cargo
transport, the ropeway is a landmark in Nepal's
transportation history.

Leather and Shoe Factory

The Bansbari Leather and Shoe Factory
was established in 1965 with Chinese
assistance as a major state-owned
industry in Nepal. By processing raw
hides, the factory played a vital role
in boosting the domestic production
of leather goods, including shoes and
related products. It was regarded as
an important pillar of Nepal's early
industrialization. However, after being
privatized in 1992, the factory soon
stopped operations.
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Mine

During the Nepal-Tibet War of 1854,
mining activities were initiated to
produce weapons. In 1864, an iron
mine was formally established at
Ekhan Fedi. Later, in 1893, it was
relocated to Thosé, where it came
to be known as the Thosé Mine.
Until 1952, this mine produced
weapons and ammunition, making
it an important part of Nepal's
industrial and military history.
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Newspaper

On 1901, May 6, Monday, the weekly
newspaper Gorkhapatra was first
published during the tenure of Rana
Prime Minister Dev Shumsher. With
a history of more than 125 years, it
continues today as a daily publication.
Its launch marked a historic milestone,
symbolizing Nepal's entry into the
modern age of journalism and
communication.
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Printing Press

Established in 1851, Gidde Press was
Nepal's first government printing
press. It was a manually operated
machine and earned the nickname
“Gidde” because its upper part
resembled the head of a vulture. It
was brought from Britain by Jung
Bahadur Rana during his visit to
Europe. The press was used to
print the Muluki Ain (Civil Code) of
1854 and Nepal's first newspaper,
Gorkhapatra.
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Tunnel

Considered to be the first man-made
road tunnel in South Asia, the Churia
(Churiyamai) Tunnel was designed
and constructed by Colonel Dilli Jung
Thapa, Nepal's first civil engineer,
in 1917. The 239 meter long tunnel
through the Chure hills connected
Amlekhganj to Bhimphedi. It was
reconstructed between 2021 and 2024
and officially opened to the public
again on December 23, 2024.
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Railway

The establishment of the Nepal
Government Railway (NGR) in 1927
marked a pivotal moment in modern
transportation in Nepal. The 29 Mile
narrow-gauge line connected Raxaul
India to Amlekhganj via Birgunj, Simara.
Initially built to transport timber, it
later carried passengers and mail.
Passenger services were discontinued
in 1965, and freight services ended
in 1968. However, limited cargo
operations between Birgunj and Raxaul
continued until the late 1980s.
